three-game loss. The Rebels proved to be the surprise team in the MWC
in 2007, earning their best overall record and MWC finish in school his-
tory while making their first NCAA Tournament appearance. Two days
after the UNLYV setback, the Cougars seemed once again headed for
defeat at SDSU after losing the first two games. But a monumental come-
back effort spurred BYU to victory, the historic 1000th win.

A 6-3 record over the next five weeks offered little in the way of high-
lights as the Cougars dominated likely suspects TCU, Wyoming, Air
Force and Utah Valley but dropped two matches to Colorado State and
suffered a surprising home loss to New Mexico. But even in the midst of
relative mediocrity, the team still managed to make a little history, get-
ting a 3-2 win at Utah to record the first triumph at Crimson Court since
2000. Goodman led the way for BYU, posting the first Cougar triple-dou-
ble since 2004 with 21 kills, 11 digs and a career-high 12 blocks, doubling
her previous rejection tally.

Goodman had also been steadily increasing her career double-double
tally during the season, and with 20 kills and 16 digs at Colorado State on
Oct. 18, she became the MWC’s career record-holder in that category. The
achievement was somewhat bittersweet as it came in a losing effort, but
the three-game defeat proved to be the last the Cougars would taste for
sometime.

After that point, BYU turned things around in the final four weeks of
the regular season, winning eight straight matches. The victory streak
included three significant wins as the Cougars exacted revenge on the
Lobos in Albuquerque after the earlier home loss and defeated Utah and
UNLYV in the Smith Fieldhouse. The three-game win over the Utes was
the first Cougar sweep over their rivals since 2001 and came in front of a
BYU women'’s volleyball record crowd of 4,509 fans. Combined with the
earlier win in Salt Lake City, the Cougars swept the season series against
Utah for the first time since 1999 and earned the inaugural Deseret First
Duel Rivalry Series volleyball trophy. The final match of the regular
season saw BYU once again get some pay back, beating No. 25 UNLV in
four games.

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A semifinal loss to UNLV in the MWC Tournament on the Rebels’
home floor the following week left BYU hoping for an at-large berth to
the NCAA Tournament. The Cougars were indeed invited to their 24th
Tournament in the 27-year history of the event, opening with a sweep
of Ole Miss in the first round. BYU then faced No. 6 Washington in the
second round on the Huskies” home court. Looking to advance to the
Regionals for the first time since 1999, the Cougars pulled off a spectacu-
lar five-game upset, coming from behind to win the last two games and
continue their season. After sweeping No. 16 Middle Tennessee State
in the Regional Semifinals held at Penn State to become one of the final
eight teams playing, the Cougars ended their season with a three-game
loss to the top-ranked Nittany Lions, who went on to win the national
championship.

Goodman was named to the AVCA All-America Third Team for her
efforts, becoming the first Cougar to be selected to an All-America team
since 2000. The three-time all-league selection ranked among the confer-
ence’s top 10 in kills, aces, points and digs this year and was honored as
the MWC Player of the Week once. She recorded 20 or more kills in seven
matches and finished her Cougar career ranked among the top seven all-
time in BYU history in career kills, digs and kills per game.

Junior middle blocker Rachel Dyer earned All-America honorable men-
tion for her performance in 2007. The two-time AIl-MWC honoree led the
league and ranked 10th in the nation in hitting percentage while ranking
fourth in the MWC in blocks. She posted double-digit kills in 24 of 32
matches and hit .500 or above 12 times. The Encinitas, Calif., native tal-
lied four double-doubles while leading BYU in blocks 17 times, hitting 13
times and kills five times. Her overall season hitting percentage of .411
ranks fourth all-time in Cougar history.

NCAA Tournament In Review:

The Cougars advanced to the Regional Semifinals for the first time
since 2000 with a first-round sweep of Ole Miss (30-27, 30-21, 30-
24) and a five-game upset of sixth-seeded Washington (30-28, 28-
30, 25-30, 30-22, 15-13) on the Huskies” home foor. Senior Chelsea
Goodman recorded double-doubles in both matches while junior
Rachel Dyer led a balanced Cougar attack with a career-high 22
kills against Washington. BYU hit .331 in the weekend, bolstered by
a .708 mark from sophomore Ashton Hansen.

Playing at Penn State in the second weekend of the NCAA
Tournament, the Cougars swept No. 16 Middle Tennessee State in
the Regional Semifinals to earn their first Regional Finals appear-
nace since 1998. Goodman paced BYU with 19 kills in the 30-28, 30-
22, 34-32 victory while Dyer added 15 kills on .500 hitting and eight
blocks. However, the Cougars’ tournament run ended in the Elite
Eight with a three-game loss at eventual-national champion Penn
State despite 13 kills from Goodman and 10 from Bryn Porter. The
Nittany Lions hit .530 against the Cougars to advance to the Final
Four before taking out Cal and Stanford to win the NCAA title.

Winning With Watson

BYU head coach Jason Watson compiled an impressive 74-18 (.804)
record in his three seasons at the BYU helm, including a 39-9 mark
in the Mountain West Conference. Watson coached his team to the
league title in 2005 while earning Coach of the Year honors and has
led BYU to three straight NCAA Tournament berths. After a three-
year absence prior to his hiring, Watson’s teams have been ranked
in 33 of 45 weekly AVCA Top 25 Coaches Polls, including a No. 9
ranking this season, the program’s highest since 1999, and a final
2007 ranking of No. 12, the highest final ranking since 1998.

The Nation’s Best ...

The Cougars’ 1,017-281-5 all-time record entering the week makes
them one of the best teams in the nation, ranking fourth in all-time
wins through the 2007 season. UCLA tops the list with 1,060 victo-
ries while Nebraska is second with 1,029 wins and Missouri State

is third with 1,028. The top 10 is rounded out by Long Beach St.
(1,000), Penn State (976), Hawai'i (962), Texas (937), Minnesota (917)
and Texas-Arlington (914).

BYU Reaches 1,000-Victory Mark

The BYU women'’s volleyball team celebrated a significant mile-
stone on Sept. 15 as the Cougars became just the fourth program

in NCAA volleyball history to record 1,000 wins. BYU’s landmark
1,000th victory, which came at San Diego State, puts the Cougars in
elite company with UCLA, Nebraska and Missouri State as the only
programs to reach the 1,000-win mark. In the world of collegiate
volleyball, few schools have a volleyball tradition as successful as
the history of the sport at BYU, whose all-time record is now 1,017-
281-5 (.782). In the 38 seasons of its recorded history prior to this
year, the Cougars have only suffered one losing season and have
won 20 or more matches in 31 of the past 33 seasons.

Measure of Success

The Cougars had several indicators of success this season as BYU
was 13-0 when winning the first two games and 14-0 when attack-
ing over .300. BYU was 22-1 when outperforming its opponents in
kills, 22-2 when besting foes in hitting percentage and 14-1 when
posting more aces.

Comeback Kids

BYU played nine five-game matches this season, going 7-2 in those matches after defeating
No. 6 Washington in five games in the second round of the NCAA Tournament. Before los-
ing to Colorado State in five games on Sept. 22, the Cougars had won four straight matches
when forcing a fifth game after being down including at Weber State (down 1-2), at San
Diego State (down 0-2) and at Iowa (down 0-2) this season and against UC Santa Barbara
(down 0-2) in the 2006 NCAA Tournament first round. BYU is now 17-4 in five-game
matches under head coach Jason Watson.

Double the Fun

With 57 career double-doubles, Chelsea Goodman has set the Mountain West Conference
record in that category, surpassing Wyoming’s Michele Rauter, who had 47 from 2000-03.
Goodman recorded 23 double-doubles in 2007, including one in 15 of 16 matches before
the NCAA Regionals, after posting an MWC-leading 18 double-doubles last year out of
29 matches in which she played. BYU’s Erica Lott also appears on the active list with 29
double-doubles in her Cougar career, including 12 in 2007.

BYU In the Polls

After an upset of No. 6 Washington in the second round of the NCAA Tournament, a win
over No. 16 Middle Tennessee State in the Regional Semifinals and a Regional Finals loss
to eventual national champion Penn State, the Cougars finished the season ranked No. 12
in the AVCA/CSTV Top 25 Coaches Poll, their highest final ranking since 1998. BYU began
this season ranked No. 17 and was ranked as high as No. 9.

Rivals in the Rankings

Six Cougar opponents appear in the final rankings, including three top 10 teams and the
top two squads in the nation. Penn State was a unanimous No. 1 after winning the NCAA
title over No. 2 Stanford. Both teams defeated the Cougars this year with Stanford scoring
a four-game win in September at the Stanford Invitational and the Nittany Lions sweep-
ing BYU on their home floor on the way to the crown. Washington, whom the Cougars
knocked out in the second round of the NCAA Tournament, finished the year ranked

No. 10 while Cal Poly finished No. 11 (defeated the Cougars at the Stanford Invitational).
Wisconsin, whom the Cougars conquered in the Molten Classic, is ranked No. 14 while
Middle Tennessee State, a Regional semifinal victim of the Cougars, is ranked No. 15 in
the final poll. MWC rivals Colorado State and UNLV received votes. BYU is 4-4 this season
against ranked opponents and 3-3 against teams currently ranked.

Home Sweet Home

The Cougars finished the regular season 10-2 in the Smith Fieldhouse with an attendance
average of 1,739 fans, 17th in the nation. A BYU women’s volleyball record crowd of 4,509
fans saw BYU sweep Utah on Nov. 9. The fourth-largest crowd in program history (3,880)
attended the Cougars’ home opener against No. 10 Wisconsin on Aug. 31. The Cougars are
now 470-84 (.848) all-time at home and 32-3 on Elaine Michaelis Court over the last three
years.

Oh Goody

Senior outside hitter Chelsea Goodman has left her mark on the BYU and MWC record
books. The Mesa, Ariz., native finished her outstanding career seventh all-time at BYU

in career kills (1493) and sixth in career digs (1100). Her 3.43 digs per game average this
season ranks sixth all-time. Goodman set the MWC career double-double record with 57
double-double performances. Her career-kill mark is fifth all-time in league history while
her 3.92 kills per game over her four-year career comes in fourth in MWC history and fifth
in the BYU record book.

Team Records

In addition to several individual marks this season, the Cougars have left their mark on the
team record book with their performance in two categories this season. BYU’s 26.0 blocks
per game at Utah ranks fourth all-time in Cougar history while the 52 block assists that
contributed to that mark is third. This year’s team also finished second all-time with a sea-
son assist average of 15.35.

Goodman, Dyer Named All-Americans

Two Cougars were honored by the American Volleyball Coaches Association for their
outstanding play during the 2007 season as senior outside hitter Chelsea Goodman was
named to the All-America Third Team and junior middle blocker Rachel Dyer received All-
America honorable mention. Goodman is the first Cougar named to an All-America Team
since Nina Puikkonen earned first-team honors in 2000.

“These two players had outstanding seasons for us,” said BYU head coach Jason Watson.
“What they did for our program makes these awards very fitting.”

The two BYU players helped the Cougars achieve a 24-8 overall record this season, includ-
ing their 24th NCAA appearance in the 27 years of the event and their first Regional Finals
appearance since 1998.

A first-team AVCA West All-Region honoree, Goodman, from Mesa, Ariz., set the
Mountain West Conference career double-double record this year with 57, including an
MWC-leading 23 in her senior campaign. The three-time all-league selection ranked among
the conference’s top 10 in kills, aces, points and digs this year and was honored as the
MWC Player of the Week once. She recorded 20 or more kills in seven matches and posted
a triple-double at Utah with 21 kills, 11 digs and 12 blocks to help the Cougars earn their
first win in Salt Lake City since 2001. Goodman finished her Cougar career ranked among
the top seven all-time in BYU history in career kills, digs and kills per game. She also
received West All-Region honors last year while earning All-America Honorable Mention.

“Chelsea Goodman has been the heart of our team,” said Watson. “I'm very proud of her
for what she has accomplished and for what she means to BYU women'’s volleyball.”

“It's an exciting accomplishment to end my career with this award, especially knowing that
I improved each year of my career,” said Goodman. “It’s really a credit to my team; all 18
of our girls deserve All-America awards. We really put ourselves in a position to be recog-
nized on a national level.”

Dyer earned her first All-America and All-Region awards this season after receiving
honorable mention all-region last year. The two-time All-MWC honoree led the league

and ranked 10th in the nation in hitting percentage while ranking fourth in the MWC in
blocks. She posted double-digit kills in 24 of 32 matches and hit .500 or above 12 times. The
Encinitas, Calif., native tallied four double-doubles while leading BYU in blocks 17 times,
hitting 13 times and kills five times. Her overall season hitting percentage of .411 ranks
fourth all-time in Cougar history.

“Rachel Dyer has done great things in her Cougar career,” said Watson. “I know that
she’s not done and will continue to guide this program and build upon the foundation she
helped establish this season.”

With their backs against the wall, the Blue Raideres came out hard
and strong in game three, putting together an 8-0 run to take a 13-5
early lead. The Cougars tried valiantly to cut the deficit, getting to
with five points at 15-10, only to see the lead soar back to eight at 18-
10, prompting a BYU timeout. The Cougars once again cut the MTSU
advantage to five points at 19-14 out of the break, but after back-to-
back Blue Raider scores, it looked like the match was headed to a fifth
game.

However, with Amy Schlauder at the service line, the Cougars made a
5-0 run to get within three at 19-22. Moments later, the lead was down
to just two at 23-21 after a Blue Raider hitting error. MTSU fought off
the Cougar advance as the game neared completion, but a 3-0 BYU
spurt brought the Cougars all the way back for a 27-25 lead, outscor-
ing MTSU 17-7 after the timeout. After kills from Dyer and Ashton
Hansen, BYU found itself with match point at 29-27. But, as they had
done throughout game three, the Blue Raiders continued to fight,
fending off both Cougar chances to earn a game point at 30-29. The
teams traded scores as two more MTSU game points went by the way-
side to knot the score at 32-32. A Blue Raider hitting error on the next
play gave the Cougars the opening they were looking for, and a block
from Dyer and Porter sent the BYU players streaming onto the court
as the Cougars pulled out the 34-32 win.

BYU is a member of the Mountain West
Conference. The Cougars began 2007 with
an 88-28 regular-season record in eight
years of MWC play after finishing second
in 2006 with a 13-3 mark.

BYU won the inaugural regular season title
in 1999 with a 13-1 record and won again
in 2005 with a 14-2 mark. BYU appeared
in the MWC Tournament title match in
each of the first two seasons, winning the
title over Colorado State in Fort Collins in
2000 after losing the 1999 title to the Rams
in Provo. Utah won the 2001 and 2002
crowns, in Provo and Fort Collins, respec-
tively while Colorado State captured the
2003 title in San Diego and the 2004 crown
on its home court. Utah won the 2005 title,
and Colorado State took home the crown in
2006, both in Las Vegas.

Six of the nine MWC programs have com-
peted in postseason action in the seven
years since the league was formed. In 2006,
three MWC teams earned NCAA bids,
including BYU (at-large), Colorado State
(automatic) and Utah (at-large). Since the
MWC was founded in 1999, BYU, Colorado
State and Utah have represented the con-
ference in the NCAA Tournament each
season. Overall, BYU has made 23 NCAA
appearances, followed by Colorado State
with 18, SDSU with 13, Utah with nine,
New Mexico with seven and Wyoming
with four.

MWC Sends Three Teams to NCAA Tournament

COLORADO SPRINGS, Colo. — The NCAA Division I Women'’s Volleyball Committee announced
the field for the 2007 Women’s Volleyball Championship, Sunday, November 25 and Mountain
West Conference members BYU, Colorado State and UNLV were among the 64 teams. The Rebels
earned the automatic bid after winning the 2007 MWC Volleyball Championship, while the 20th-
ranked Rams and Cougars were at-large selections.

UNLV (24-5 overall) will be making its first-ever NCAA Tournament appearance. The Rebels open
play vs. Long Beach State (25-6) on Friday, November 30, at 5 p.m. PT at the Galen Center in Los
Angeles, Calif. No. 5 seed USC (25-4) vs. Pepperdine (18-10) is the other match of the evening with
the first serve scheduled for 7 p.m. PT. The first-round winners will meet in the second-round
Saturday, December 1, at 7 p.m. PT.

No. 20 Colorado State makes its 19th overall and 13th straight NCAA Tournament appearance.
CSU enters the tournament with a 22-7 record and garners its first national seed since the 2004
season. The Rams travel to Ann Arbor, Mich., and open with Illinois State (21-11) in the first round
at Crisler Arena on Friday, November 30, at 5 p.m. CT. The winner of the Rams vs. Redbirds match
will face Michigan (22-10) or Miami (Ohio) (20-10) in the second round on Saturday, December 1,
at 7 p.m. CT.

BYU (21-7) makes its 16th tournament appearance in 17 years and 24th appearance all-time this
season. The Cougars be in Seattle, Wash., for the first and second rounds where they will start tour-
nament play with a match vs. Mississippi (25-7) on Friday, November 30 at 4:30 p.m. PT at Bank
of America Arena on the campus of the University of Washington. The tournament’s No. 6 seed
Washington (26-3) hosting Missouri (17-12) will start at 7 p.m. PT on Friday. The winners of the first
two matches will meet in the second round on Saturday, December 1, at 6 p.m. PT.

Jason Watson was named the head coach of BYU’s women’s
volleyball program on Feb. 17, 2005 after serving for three
years as an assistant with the team.

In his three seasons at the helm, he has compiled a 74-18
(.804) overall record while leading the Cougars to three
straight NCAA Tournament appearances and a return to
the national rankings. He was named the Mountain West
Conference Coach of the Year in 2005 after posting a 25-4
record in his first season as a head coach and leading the
Cougars to their first MWC regular-season title since 1999.

Prior to his head-coaching debut, Watson had 11 years of
collegiate coaching experience as an assistant at four uni-
versities, including two seasons with the BYU men’s volley-
ball program and three with BYU’s women’s program. After an All-Amer-
ican playing career at BYU, Watson coached two seasons under former
U.S. Olympic coach and two-time NCAA Coach of the Year Carl McGown
with the Cougars’ men’s squad in 1995-96. He returned to BYU in 2002 as
an assistant head coach for the women’s team under Karen Lamb.

Watson also served as the associate head coach at Kansas State in 2001
and as an assistant coach in 2000, where he helped guide the Wildcats to
two consecutive NCAA Tournament berths.

Before that, Watson spent two years at Arkansas State during which the
Lady Indians won consecutive Sun Belt Conference titles. Watson began
his women’s volleyball coaching career with a two-year stint at Montana
State, helping the Bobcats to their best record in almost 15 years.

Overall, Watson has directed or assisted in taking teams to the NCAA
Tournament in seven of the last nine seasons. In addition to his 74-18 (.804)
head-coaching record, Watson’s team’s compiled a 185-97 (.656) record in
his nine years as an NCAA women’s volleyball assistant coach. Watson
is only the fourth head coach in BYU women'’s volleyball history, joining
JoAnn Calderwood (1956-61), Hall of Fame coach Elaine Michaelis (1962-
2001) and Lamb (2002-04).

COACHING CAREER
Watson was honored as the 2005 MWC Coach of the Year in his first sea-
son as a head coach, becoming the first BYU
women’s volleyball head coach to win a

league coaching award since Elaine Michae- D (Coeeling Ledzen

In his three years as an assistant at BYU in charge of the
Cougar defense, Watson quickly established BYU as a to
defensive squad. The Cougars led the MWC and were 13t
and fifth in the nation in blocks per game in 2003 and 2004,
respectively. BYU also led the MWC in digs in 2003 with
1,729, the most the Cougars had put up since 1997. Hartsock
was named the 2004 Blocker of the Year by Collegiate Vol-
leyball Update and finished second in the nation averaging
1.86 blocks per game in 2004 while libero Uila Crabbe set
BYU and MWC single-season records in digs with 435 in
2003 under Watson’s direction.

At Kansas State, Watson helped the Wildcats earn back-to-
back top-three finishes in the Big 12 Conference and con-
secutive trips to the NCAA Tournament while achieving a
42-17 (712) overall record and 29-11 (.725) mark in the Big 12. Coaching
the setters and coordinating the offense, Watson established a powerful
attack that produced several team and individual records.

Also in 2001, with Watson serving as associate head coach, KSU broke
the school record for conference wins with a 15-5 mark and swept the
season series with a school-best six league opponents. Two players earned
All-Big 12 honors and one honorable-mention All-America recognition as
school records were broken for kills, total attacks and 20-kill matches.
KSU also earned the right to host the NCAA first and second rounds for
the first time since the field was expanded to 64 teams and for only the
second time in the school’s history. In 2000, Watson helped guide an of-
fense that set the school record with 2,024 kills and totaled 1,828 assists
(No. 2 in school history at the time), 4,864 total attacks (No. 3 in school his-
tory) and a .245 team hitting percentage (No. 4 in school history). Under
Watson'’s tutelage, setter Disney Bronnenberg finished second nationally
in assists, averaging 15.01 assists per game.

Prior to his time at KSU, Watson helped Arkansas State advance to the
NCAA Tournament in 1999 after winning consecutive Sun Belt Confer-
ence regular-season titles in 1998 and 1999. He helped the Lady Indians
post a 51-18 (.739) record and coached a number of all-league perform-
ers, including Sun Belt Freshman of the Year Jessica Barney, who led the
league in assists with 1,457 in 1999. Watson was responsible for the team’s
offensive schemes and setter training while coordinating the program’s
